The City sends you a joint water and 
sewer utility bill every other month. 
Effective July 1, 2014 the sewer portion 
of your next utility bill will increase 
$3.84 and the water portion will in-
crease $.88 for a single-family residence, 
if you receive wastewater service from 
Clackamas County and your property is 
located generally south of Abernethy 
Lane and E. Jersey Street. Your new bi-
monthly minimum bill will increase 
from $81.76 to $86.48. The sewer portion 
of your utility bill for a single-family 
residence will increase $5.42 and the 
water portion will increase $.88 If you 
are served by Oak Lodge Sanitary Dis-
trict, generally located north of Aber-
nethy Lane and E. Jersey St. Your new bi
-monthly minimum bill will increase 

from $126.52 to $132.82. The water rate 
increase funds will be used by the City 
for maintenance and operation of the 
water distribution system and debt ser-
vice. A 1971 agreement between the City 
and Oak Lodge Sanitary District basi-
cally requires that Gladstone customers 
serviced by the district pay the same rate 
as district customers. As a result, the 
City does not control the Oak Lodge 
sewer rates. The rate increases are 
needed to offset inflation and to pur-
chase equipment or contract for compre-
hensive inspection and cleaning of the 
sewer system to reduce the frequency of 
sewer backups into homes and busi-
nesses. New rates will be reflected on 
the bill you receive the first week in 
September.

*New GPD Officer to Start Academy Training—Lee Gilliam, Gladstone’s newest police 
officer, was sworn in at the June 10th City Council meeting by Judge Linda Beloof. He will 
begin his training at the Police Academy later this month. Please join us in welcoming him. 
*Thank You to Gladstone Residents—Many tasks had to be accomplished by law enforce-
ment in a short period of time during the police & SWAT incident that took place on July 
7th, with ensuring the safety of community members being the first priority. Some of the 
work included securing the scene to ensure the person with the gun could not leave, alert-
ing and safeguarding surrounding neighbors, clearing children off the grass field at the 
neighboring school, locking down a local daycare, processing children at the school for 
release to parents, sending out a reverse 9-1-1 warning, traffic control and logistical sup-
port for 50+ officers. Please know that the patience and support of the community during 
such a difficult and complex event is much appreciated, as is the support provided by the 
many area law enforcement agencies that assisted.

City Council Elections 

The City Council is an elected policy decision making body 
for the City of Gladstone. The Council serves with an equal 
number of “lay members” on the Budget Committee and 
hears land use appeals of decisions made by the Planning 
Commission. Council members also serve as liaisons on 
advisory boards and commissions. Four year terms of Mayor 
and City Council positions #1, #3, & #5, held by Wade 
Byers, vacant, Kari Martinez and Hal Busch respectively, 
will expire December 31, 2014. If you are interested in being 
a candidate, you must be a registered voter and have resided 
in the city for twelve months immediately preceding the 
election on November 4, 2014. Information and instructions 
are on the City website. A nomination petition or declara-
tion of candidacy will be filed not sooner than 120 days nor 
later than 70 days before the date of the election. For infor-
mation, visit the City’s website and click on “City Council 
Elections” or call 503-557-2766 for additional questions.

Utility (Water/Sewer) Billing Auto Pay 
Residents now have the ability to request their bi-monthly utility (water/sewer) bill to be 

automatically deducted from their checking or savings account. The authorization agree-

ment for Auto Pay (ACH Debits) may be found on the City's website, 

www.ci.gladstone.or.us or by stopping by City Hall, Monday-Friday, 8am-5pm.  Funds 

will be withdrawn on the DUE DATE only for the AMOUNT DUE listed on the billing 

statement. No alternative payment dates will be available.  Residents must submit their 

completed form by August 5th to be effective for the July/August billing cycle. 

Water Conservation Rebates Offered 

Clackamas River Water Providers have added two (2) new 
water conservation rebates. Take advantage of Clackamas 
River Water Providers (CRWP) Rebate Program and receive 
up to $280 in rebates! In addition to the toilet rebate, rain 
sensor/switch and manual hose bib timer rebate, they have 
added washing machine and irrigation spray nozzle rebates: 
Washing Machine Rebate: Receive up to $75 rebate per ac-
count when you replace your old washing machine with an 
Energy Star certified residential clothes washer; Irrigation 
Spray Nozzle Rebate: Replace inefficient pop-up spray nozzles 
with approved water efficient models and receive up to a $60 
rebate, 20 new nozzles per account a $3/each maximum. For 
information, a list of eligibility requirements and application, 
visit www.clackamasproviders.org or call 503-723-3511.

This ballot measure would be fully 

funded by Library District revenue. There will be no tax 

increase for Gladstone voters and no City or Urban Renewal 

funds can be used to construct or operate the new facility.

Similar to most cities, Gladstone administers a 

“nuisance code” that essentially prohibits condi-

tions that may affect public health or safety. For 

example, unsanitary and unsafe conditions such 

as accumulations of debris, storage of junk, or 

obstructing clear vision at intersections are pro-

hibited by the nuisance code. A public nuisance 

may also be caused by any fence, dam or other 

obstruction in a natural water course that could 

back up water and significantly affect other prop-

erty or public street.
