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‘Leaf Pick Up

Public Works will pick up leaves (and only leaves) beginning in October. Above is a map and schedule showing eight numbered areas
and dates when city crews are expected to pick up leaves in your neighborhood. Please remember, these dates may change due to
weather or other unforeseen circumstances. To reduce flooding, please put leaves in the street no sooner than one day prior to the first
pick up day scheduled for your area and allow six inches of drainage space between leaves and the curb. For smaller leaf piles, please
place them in your yard debris container for pick up by the Gladstone Disposal Company. Because catch basin grates may get clogged
with leaves before city crews arrive, Public Works asks for your help in cleaning off catch basin grates whenever they become covered with leaves.

Wipes in Sewer System

Wipes can ‘wipe out’ costly sewer systems -
Wet wipes, baby wipes, cleansing wipes, disin-
fecting wipes, surface wipes, hand wipes, antibac-
terial wipes, bathroom wipes or disposable moist
towelettes. Whatever you call them, no matter
what the packaging says, DO NOT FLUSH! The
packaging might say they’re flushable, but wipes,
no matter the cleaning purpose, are causing ex-
pensive problems for sewer operators all over the
world and should be disposed of in a waste recep-
tacle and sent to a landfill to decompose. Resi-
dents are reminded that Chapter 13.12.070(3) of
the Gladstone Municipal Code states: “The cus-
tomer shall be responsible for the maintenance of
the private sewer line from the public sewer con-
nection to the premises served. The City shall not
be liable for any damage accruing from the failure
of a private sewer or of fixture of appurtenances
attached thereto.”

Utility Bill Drop Box
Did you know you can drop off your monthly util-
ity bills, including: PGE, NW Natural, Gladstone
Water/Sewer and Gladstone Disposal, at the Senior
Center? No stamps needed! The drop box is con-
veniently located inside the main entry door.

Signs

Extended periods of freezing tem-
peratures can cause considerable damage
to underground irrigation systems. Ex-
pansion of frozen water will crack water
lines and damage internal gearing in the
sprinkler head. Initiating an annual win-
terization program is a positive step to-
ward preventative maintenance care and
will save you from problems next spring.
You may hire a local landscape/irrigation
specialist to perform the winterization
procedure. This is also a good time to
have your backflow device tested if not
already done as required.

Gladstone Fire Dept. (GFD) Updates

*Flashing Lights Mean STOP: Cars continue to “fj===
drive in front of and behind the fire engine as it
backs into the fire station. Please DO NOT DRIVE
AROUND a fire engine when emergency lights are
flashing at any time. Firefighters are around the engines to direct
traffic—safely—and are very aware that you want to drive on as
quickly as possible. It takes approximately 45 seconds for engines
to back into the station. Gladstone Police will begin citing viola-
tors when unsafe actions are witnessed. Thank you!

*Visible Address: The firefighters in Gladstone have responded to
over 1160 calls for help so far in 2015. Statistics indicate the GFD
will reach over 1600 calls for assistance this year. Of all the houses,
apartments and businesses in town, about 15-20% do not have
clearly identifiable addresses posted. Please be sure your house
numbers are lighted on a contrasting background and are at least 4
inches (4”) high. Six inch (6”) numbers are substantially more visi-
ble. Please do your part to make your house easy to find in the event
of an emergency! For additional information, contact Mike Funk,

*Welcome to our New Police Officer: Please join us in
welcoming Carl Bell, Gladstone’s newest Police Officer.
He comes to us with 15 years of police service that
includes 14 years in Pullman, WA and was sworn in at
the September City Council meeting. Welcome!

*Fall Safety Tips: As the seasons begin to change and daylight hours
get shorter, it’s time to think about fall and winter safety. Rain and
fog can obscure vision, especially while driving, so be sure to turn on
your headlights, slow down (especially in residential and school areas)
and increase the distance between you and the vehicle ahead of you
in case you need additional stopping distance. Check your windshield
wipers and replace them as needed. If you’re out jogging or walking

the dog, wear bright colors so others can see you. Florescent col-
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ors are always a good choice and many coats, gloves, hats and athletic
shoes come with reflective strips on them. Running flashers are inex-
pensive and a good way to increase your visibility to others. Be sure
to cross streets at designated areas and use sidewalks whenever possi-
ble. When crossing the street, check both ways and then check again
to be certain it’s safe to cross!

*Clackamas County Emergency Notification System (CCENS): Did
you know the 9-1-1 system can call you to share emergency alert in-
formation? To learn about the CCENS, go to the Clackamas County
Emergency Management website at www.clackamas.us/911. There is
a section that describes the emergency notification system and it in-
cludes a “FAQ” section to answer your questions and instructions on
how to sign up to receive alerts on your phone.

Hanging Tree Branches

Public Works is asking residents to trim low hanging tree
branches that may damage vehicles or injure pedestrians by
. cutting branches seven feet (7’) above sidewalks and fourteen
# feet (14’) above streets. Please cut up your branches and place

them in your yard debris cart. If Public Works determines
there is a risk of damage or injury, they may cut your tree branches without
notice. Also, during winter months, please remove portable basketball hoops
from city streets to reduce interference with street sweeping.

Wildland Fires Update

All Gladstone crews and equipment are back and safe.

Equipment is cleaned and ready to serve the State again if

called upon. Gladstone Fire has responded twice this year

to Conflagrations, near Canyonville and John Day, Oregon.

Firefighters report huge successes while they were there

protecting homes. They also reported unbelievable devas-

tation in the hours before the strike team arrived to provide protection.
Experts are reporting a severe fire threat to state lands is expected
through October. A few September rain sprinkles do not reverse
months of drought conditions! At home here in Gladstone, residents
are reminded to use extreme caution with any small recreational fires.
While it may be legal to burn a small recreational fire, it does not mean it
is a wise idea to do so for another month. If you insist on burning, re-
member you are only allowed to burn clean seasoned fire wood. At no
time are you ever allowed to burn: grass, trees, weeds, garbage, yard de-
bris, plastics, any painted materials, and construction debris. Keep the
fire small, 10 feet from the house, watch tree overhang, control flying em-
bers and have your garden hose near your fire pit. For burning questions
inside Gladstone, call the Fire Marshal at 503-557-2775.

Sidewalks and Clear Vision

A couple of residents recently expressed concern about sidewalks and
clear vision. The Gladstone Municipal Code states that property owners
are responsible for maintaining sidewalks abutting their property and are
liable to any person suffering injury due to a defective sidewalk. The
City’s general standard for sidewalk maintenance states “not to exceed
1/2” vertical lift.” This is similar to property owners being responsible for
maintaining landscaping for clear vision of motorists at street intersec-
tions. Both the property owner and the City can be held liable for acci-
dents when they are notified but fail to remove clear vision obstructions.
Please check the condition of sidewalks along your property and check
for adequate clear vision if your property is located at a street intersection.

Street Parking Regulations

We are approaching the time of year when
owners of boats, trailers, and RVs are prepar-
ing them for winter storage. Gladstone Code ¢
Enforcement would like to remind its citizens
that there are city ordinances regulating on-
street parking, and these ordinances are very
specific as to the type of vehicles that can be parked on city
streets. Chapter 10.04.230 of the Gladstone Municipal Code
(available online on the city’s website, www.ci.gladstone.or.us)
describes parking issues. Please be mindful of your neighbors
and use alternative parking, such as RV pads or local RV stor-
age facilities, etc. By following these guidelines we can all
enhance our city services, improve public safety and help make
our neighborhoods more “neighbor friendly” for the citizens of
Gladstone.

Nuisances

Similar to most cities, Gladstone administers a “nuisance code”
that essentially prohibits conditions that may affect public
health or safety. For example, unsanitary and unsafe conditions
such as accumulations of debris or rubbish, storage of junk,
obstructing clear vision at intersections is prohibited by the
nuisance code. A public nuisance may also be caused by any
fence, dam or other obstruction of any kind in a natural water
course that could back up water and significantly affect other
property or improved public street. For questions about nui-
