GLADSTONE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES of August 9, 2016
Meeting was called to order at 6:35 PM.

AGENDA ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS:

Mr. Swanson wanted to add an update from Police Chief Jolley regarding the shooting incident that
occurred last night. He also wanted to add Item #8 to the agenda — to call a special Council meeting on
August 15", 2016. Councilor Reisner asked for confirmation that the video system is not working — only

audio.

BUSINESS FROM THE AUDIENCE:
Bob Everett thanked the Police Department for everything they did last night. He also wanted to thank
everyone involved in the Community Festival. He got a lot of good feedback from vendors.

Sherry Hall also thanked everyone involved in the Community Festival. She also wanted to thank
everyone who participated in the National Night Out events. She tried to find the Gladstone employee
handbook on the City’s website to get answers regarding appropriate gifts for the police officer involved
in the shooting — but could not locate it. Mr. Doughman was not sure. She also asked about the status of
a Police Department Citizen Advisory Committee — she feels it would be a good idea.

CONSENT AGENDA:
1. Approval of July 20, 2016 and July 26, 2016 Minutes

2. Financial Reports — July 2016

Councilor S. Johnson made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda. Motion was seconded by
Councilor Neace. Motion passed unanimously.

CORRESPONDENCE:
None.

REGULAR AGENDA:

Update from Chief Jolley regarding Police Shooting last night:

Chief Jolley gave a brief overview of the circumstances surrounding the shooting and gave an
update. Sgt. Jundt is doing fine — he is resting at home with his family. The suspect is in the
Clackamas County Jail. He thanked everyone involved and the support from the community.

3. Consider Approval of an Intersovernmental Asreement (IGA) between Clackamas County
and the City of Gladstone for Fuel Tax — Barbara Cartmill, Clackamas County:
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Mr. Swanson said the process has been changed several times. Ms. Cartmill gave an update and
provided information regarding future projects and funding. She said the language in the ballot
title is very specific so that no resolutions or [GAs are necessary.

4. Consideration of submitting initiative petitions regarding Charter amendments requiring
voter approval to change designation of parks and an amendment requiring voter approval
for park sale or lease on November ballot:

Mr. Doughman gave an explanation and options.

Councilor Reisner made a motion to submit both initiative petition measures to amend the City
Charter to the City voters at the November 2016 election as they are presented here. Motion was
seconded by Councilor K. Johnson. Motion passed unanimously.

5. Continued discussion of draft 2016 Charter and possible referral to November 2016 ballot:

Public Testimony:

Susan Liston wanted to say that she approves of the past practice of Council approving the hiring
of Department Heads and the Assistant City Administrator position. She also asked that before
posting open positions that the City develop unbiased, relevant, and objective screening and
hiring criteria with weighted scoring. She asked that City Council elections be held in November
when there is the highest voter turn-out. She asked that the Mayor’s term be changed to two
years. She asked that City Council positions be made “at large”.

Malachi de AElfweald would like to allow more people to run by not putting a limit on the
number of petitions one can sign.

There was discussion regarding the Mayor’s election/terms, etc. There was discussion regarding
a May primary. Councilor S. Johnson asked for legal clarification regarding the language in the
section relating to the appointment of City Administrator. There was discussion regarding the
section pertaining to removal of Councilors from office. There was discussion regarding
municipal bonds/financing. There was discussion regarding the language relating to the
appointment/removal of the City Administrator, City Attorney and Municipal Judge.

6. Consider approval of City of Gladstone Public Works Fleet Replacement Policy:

Jim Whynot, Public Works Director, gave information regarding the policy and the scoring
system.

Councilor S. Johnson made a motion to approve the Fleet Replacement Policy as written. Motion
seconded by Councilor McMehon.

Discussion: Councilor Sieckmann asked a question regarding renting some equipment instead of
purchasing.

Motion passed unanimously.

7. Consider approval to purchase a Ford F-650 cab/chassis with a removable bed as identified
in the recently developed 15 vear City of Gladstone Public Works Fleet Replacement Policy:

Mr. Whynot went over the staff report and explained the scoring system related request.
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Councilor Sieckmann made a motion to approve the purchase of a Ford F-650 cab/chassis for
$80,375.70, which replaces two other vehicles. Motion was seconded by Councilor K. Johnson.

Motion passed unanimously.

8. Call a Special Council Meeting for August 15, 2016:

Councilor Sieckmann made a motion to convene a Special Council Meeting on August 15, 2016
at 5:00 PM. Motion was seconded by Councilor S. Johnson. Motion passed unanimously.

BUSINESS CARRIED FORWARD:

Ms. Betz gave an update on the ballot issues coming in November. Mr. Swanson said they will be
meeting with the candidates to go over the rules.

BUSINESS FROM THE AUDIENCE:

Mindy Garlington wanted everyone to know that the Charter Review Committee wasn’t just a group of
citizens — they had multiple guest speakers, lawyers, and city managers and they all worked very hard.
She doesn’t feel that the entire charter is too much for the voters. She feels the revised version is more
transparent and easier to read.

BUSINESS FROM THE COUNCIL:

Councilor McMahon:
He recently attended a burn event with the Fire Department — everyone worked very hard.

Councilor Reisner:
He thanked Mr. Whynot for having his crew install paper towels in the restrooms at Max Patterson Park.

Councilor S. Johnson:
His thoughts go out to Sgt. Jundt and his family — he had the opportunity to see him last night and he
seemed to be doing fine. He wanted to say how proud he is of the Police Department and staff for their

professionalism during the shooting incident.

Councilor Neace:
She wanted to thank Mr. Swanson for keeping them updated during the incident. She thanked the Rotary
for doing a great job during the Community Festival. She said the chili cook-off was a big success and

there should be an even bigger response next year.

Councilor Sieckmann:

He heard a lot of good feedback about the Community Festival. He said the City staff was there to make
the event a success. His thoughts and prayers go out to Sgt. Jundt and his family. He visited Meldrum
Park recently and work is being done. He attended a recent Downtown Revitalization meeting — they are
putting together technical advisory committees, etc. He attended a recent Website Committee meeting —
he’s looking forward to this being completed. He was invited to a Kiwanis meeting recently — they asked
him to address the state of the City and want him to come back next month.

Mavor Mersereau:
He attended the Cruise-In recently — they had close to 200 cars and it was very successful.
